	Artifact Type is the name given to the document or architecture entity types managed by the Architecture Governance process. 

	Scope
	The high-level artifact types leverage the NASCIO terminology and templates (e.g. product component, compliance component). Artifact sub-types are identified to provide further guidance on when to use an artifact type and associated template.

	NASCIO was leveraged since they provide templates and associated guidance.

The following are artifacts that provide the infrastructure for Enterprise Architecture (EA):

	Artifact Type
	Description

	Framework
	The combination of the structure, processes, and templates that facilitate the documentation of the architecture in a systematic and disciplined manner. User of the framework guides the documentation of the enterprise detail, which becomes the architecture blueprint.

	Template
	The empty form that serves as a guide for documenting the architecture detail. The resulting dynamic content captured using the template is referred to as the “blueprint” and ultimately resides in an Enterprise Architecture repository.

	Procedure
	The established sequence of steps in a process or activity.


The following are the artifact types that are developed by the OCIO Enterprise Architecture staff or can be submitted by anyone to the OCIO Governance process for approval:

	Policy
	The governing principle, plans, or rules which guide organizational behavior.

	Agency EA Proposal
	Proposal Template
	The templates to submit the agencies CalBRM, TRM and, SRM information.

	
	
	

	Compliance Component
	Legislation
	Compliance criteria legislated that can be changed only by changing the law. There are numerous types of legislation including, but not limited to, policy, executive order, code of state, federal regulation, or statue.



	Compliance Component
	Standard
	Mandated statements. A variance must be granted to excuse compliance with to a referenced standard. More than one standard may exist to allow flexibility in the architecture blueprint.

	Compliance Component
	Guideline
	General statements of direction or desired future state. Guidelines are highly recommended, but they are not mandated.

· Best Practice - Trends and approaches that have successfully provided services and information over time.

	
	
	

	Product Component
	Software
	A collection of computer programs, procedures and documentation that perform some tasks on a computer system. Can be:

· Application. Software that can be used independently.

· Application Service Provider. A service provider is a business that provides computer-based services to customers either over a network or offsite if totally outsourced.
· Web Service. Web Service is defined by the W3C as "a software system designed to support interoperable machine-to-machine interaction over a network”.

· Software Component. A software component is a system element offering a predefined service or event, and able to communicate with other components. Attributes include multiple-use, encapsulated, unit of independent deployment and release management. A Web Service is a type of Software Component. Other types are software libraries, object-oriented software components.

	Product Component
	Hardware
	Hardware is a general term that refers to the physical artifacts of a technology. It may also mean the physical components of a computer system, in the form of computer hardware.

	Product Component
	Protocol
	A protocol is a convention or standard that controls or enables the connection, communication, and data transfer between two computing endpoints. In its simplest form, a protocol can be defined as the rules governing the syntax, semantics, and synchronization of communication. Protocols may be implemented by hardware, software, or a combination of the two. At the lowest level, a protocol defines the behavior of a hardware connection.

	
	
	

	Solution Set Scope, Requirements, & Design
	Business Solution
	The solution will implement a business process, organizational or other business solution. This may include new business processes, or organizational structures, methodologies, etc.

	Solution Set Scope, Requirements, & Design
	Application Solution
	The solution involves the purchase and/or development of a traditional business system application.

	Solution Set Scope, Requirements, & Design
	IT Infrastructure Solution
	The solution involves the purchase and/or design of IT infrastructure components. This includes traditional IT infrastructure such as Networks, Platforms, etc. as well as the infrastructure to support the application development environment (e.g. Application Frameworks).

	Solution Set Requirement
	Principle
	A statement of preferred direction or practice. Principles constitute the rules, constraints and behaviors that a bureau, agency, organization will abide by in its daily activities over a long period of time. Principles are business practices and approaches that the organization chooses to institutionalize to better provide services and information.

	The OCIO enterprise architecture staff develops templates, instructions, and examples for each artifact type to enable others to participate in the development of the enterprise architecture.
