LEGISLATIVE WATCH

AB 814
Proposes to enact "The Consumer Sales Security Act", which would require the
Office of Privacy Protection to develop an identity theft prevention program for businesses and retailers; that will educate them on security methods and procedures to better protect the personal information and financial data of their customers.  

AB 1298 
Proposes to add medical and health-related information to the existing breach notification law definition of "personal information" and expand the application of the Confidentiality of Medical Information Act (CMIA) to include any business organized for the purpose of maintaining medical information.

AB 1392 
Proposes to enact "The Computer Protection Against Computer Spyware Act" which would provide for specified protections for consumer computers against certain types of computer software 

AB 1393
Proposes to add requirements for state agencies related to the method and manner of posting of documents not exempt from the PRA on their Internet website.

AB 1677
Proposes to add authentication requirements for businesses that conduct financial transactions over the Internet.

AB 1668
Proposes to require DTS, in conjunction with the State CIO and others as specified to conduct a 6-month demonstration project for the use of open file format software and report the results of the project to the Legislature by January 10, 2009.

SB 90
Moves the State Information Security Office and the State Office of Privacy Protection from their respective Departments to State and Consumer Services Agency.   

SB 596
Proposes to add an "antisniffer protection" requirement to computerized payment systems.  

SB 779  
Proposes to add to existing breach notification law and requires specific security measures for agencies that sell goods or services to any resident in California and accept as payment a credit card, debit card, or other electronic payment device. 

SB 787
Proposes to add to the Penal Code definition of "computer crime" to include use of automated computer software to circumvent, defeat, fraud, or deceive a computer program and increase penalties.
